EQ: What are characters?

Mini-lesson: Review what a character is. Review the different types of characters. Show students well known books that have either people, animals, or objects as the characters. Discuss how characters are not always people. Read a book to the class and discus the type of character that was in the book. 

Guided Practice: Put students into pairs. Have them look through a book and decide what type of characters are in their books. 

Independent Practice: Students will read their independent bag of books. 

Assessment-Closure: Students can share a character that was in one of their books.

Can crayons be characters?

EQ: What are feelings?

Mini-lesson: The teacher will make a feelings chart. She will discuss how we all have different feelings and our feelings can change throughout the day. The teacher will discuss when she might feel happy, sad, scared, etc. The teacher will explain that characters in stories also have feelings. 

Guided Practice: The teacher will read a text where the characters’ feelings change throughout. They will discuss how the characters are feelings throughout the story. The students will share with a partner and tell how they know that is how the character feels. Then they will share aloud. The teacher will document the responses on a chart. 

Independent Practice: 
Students will read their independent bag of books. 

Assessment-Closure:
Students will discuss how a character in one of their books felt.

The teacher will discuss different situations when she felt the same way as those characters. 

Guided Practice: The teacher will read another story today. She will have the students discuss how the characters feel. She will then ask them to share a time when they have felt the same way as the character in the story. 

Independent Practice:  Students will read their independent bag of books.

Assessment-Closure: Students will share about times when we might have certain feelings.

Independent Practice:  Students will read their independent bag of books.

Assessment-Closure: Students will name one way the characters were alike or different.

Guided Practice: The teacher will read a story. She will pause throughout the story when a character does something. Students will pair share with a partner about why they think the character did what they did. The students will share out. 

Independent Practice: Students will read their independent bag of books.

Assessment-Closure: The teacher will ask the students for a reason to why we might climb up a tree.
